What is Marine Debris?


Any persistent solid material, manufactured or processed, and directly or indirectly, intentionally or unintentionally, disposed of, or abandoned, into the marine environment.  It may enter directly due to human action, or indirectly when washed out to sea via rivers,  streams and storm drains.
